An opportunity missed is clearly an oppor -
tunity lost. Although a simple phrase in the
business world, truer words have never
been spoken. Each and every month many
Chamber members are missing a golden
opportunity.

It is an example of value
provided by your United Regional
Chamber of Commerce.

To be quite honest I am a bit conflicted
even writing about this. There is a part of
me that wants to keep the program a secret.
We have a good group and a size that
allows everyone the ability to participate in
the discussion and to offer their views and
opinions.

Heading a company is not always easy. In
that position you are often faced with prob -
lems and decisions that no one else in the
organization has to grapple with. Charlie

and the Executive Express-O group can’t
make those decisions for you, but they
can make them easier. Many, if not all, of
the members of the group have faced the
same kinds of decisions that you are
faced with.  They understand the tradeoff
between being a business person con-
cerned with the bottom line and being a
human being knowing the ramifications
your decisions may have on your
employees and their
families. 

Executive Express-O is not for everyone.
Some people want to run their businesses
close to the vest and are concerned about
sharing their strategies and secrets, while
others have a management team in place to
offer opinions and support. I look forward
to these monthly meetings. It is a chance to
bounce ideas off others and to take advan-
tage of a wealth of knowledge and a
breadth of experience.
